As serious as some of the subject matter gets, Tsavaris approaches her tale in a
tongue-in-cheek fashion.”l try to never take life or myself too seriously,” she says.

“Some kids incessantly follow music, sports, fashion; for me, it was U2,” said Tsavaris.
“I think that sort of obsession is fueled by a need to retreat, but then it's about finding
community and, ultimately, it's about having purpose in your life.”

Over the course of a 20-year search for truth, love and religion through the music of
U2,1 Will Follow explores the challenge of finding yourself when you're already
committed to following something else.
